Table, chemical reactions, particles and how they behave. In Physics you will find out about the Solar
System, electrical circuits and Forces. In Biology you will find out more about the human body and
why plants are important for life. You will also learn about geological processes such as earthquakes,

plate movements and why fossils are important.

Assessment: Students are assessed in a number of different ways — these include the
traditional exam style questions (which test content), quick quizzes, self- and
peer-assessment using level descriptors and APP, which test science skills
(Thinking Scientifically, Understanding The Applications And Implications
Of Science, Communicating And Collaborating In Science, Using

Investigative Approaches And Working Critically With Evidence). Students

also sit a SATs style exam paper at the end of the KS3 course to confirm their KS3 level.
